Notification for Importers of Goods Subject to the Carbon Border Adjustment Mechanism (CBAM)

Following the adoption of Regulation (EU) 2023/956 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 10 May 2023 establishing the Carbon Border Adjustment Mechanism (CBAM), CBAM began applying with a transitional period from 1 October 2023 to 31 December 2025. The rules for CBAM reporting obligations during this transitional period are set out in Commission Implementing Regulation (EU) 2023/1773 of 17 August 2023.

According to Article 32 of the Regulation and Article 8(3) of the Commission’s Implementing Regulation, indirect customs representatives who do not agree to fulfill the CBAM notification obligation must inform importers of the requirement to comply with this regulation. This notification must include the information specified in Article 33(1) of the Regulation.

I hereby notify you of my decision not to fulfill the notification obligations under Articles 33 and 35 of the CBAM Regulation. I inform you that, as an importer, it is your responsibility to submit a report ("CBAM Report") containing information on the goods you import into the EU for a given calendar quarter, no later than one month after the end of that quarter. This report must be submitted in the CBAM transitional registry (https://cbam.ec.europa.eu/declarant).

I urge you to contact the relevant national authority for CBAM in the Member State where you are established for further information on CBAM-related reporting obligations. Additional information on CBAM can also be found on the European Commission’s dedicated website (see: https://taxation-customs.ec.europa.eu/carbon-border-adjustment-mechanism_en).

Note:

CBAM currently applies to the import of six groups of goods with the highest greenhouse gas emissions during production – electricity, iron and steel, cement, fertilizers, aluminum, and hydrogen, from all third countries except imports from Iceland, Liechtenstein, Norway, and Switzerland. A full list of goods is provided in Annex I of the above Regulation. In the future, it may be extended to other types of goods.
